The Regiment/Foundation in Motion in Motion:

Pte Claude Nunney, VC, DCM, MM Commemorative Services in Vis-en-Artois and Hastings

Vis-en-Artois France

The village of Vis-en-Artois, Pas de Calais, France held services to commemorate Pte Nunney
who was awarded his VC for actions in the village on September 1-2, 1918. 2Lt Alexandre
Leger, Cpl David Harding and Cpl Afton Maisonneuve, accompanied by Roger Laplante
represented the Regimental Family at the events.

During the period September 1-2, 1918 while the Canadians were attacking the Drocourt-Queant
Line, seven Canadians were awarded the VC; the most in any one day period. The villages of
Vis-en-Artois, Dury, Eterpigny and Haucourt set out to honour those heroes.

The Cameron contingent arrived in Vis-en-Artois on Friday, August 31* to be met by their hosts
who were billeting them.
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At the Village entrance on the Arras-Cambrai road (which was the axis of advance for the
Canadian Corps), a ceremony renaming the road “Canada’s Highway of Heroes” took place.
2Lt. Leger then led a crowd of several hundred spectators to the next ceremony with the music
for “Marche Vis-en-Artois composed by CH of O Association Bard Gordon Wright.

The service will feature St. Matthew's combined choirs,
selected hymns for this solemn occasion, a bagpiper and bugler, members of Canada's Armed
Force and family members of the 48 men from St. Matthew's parish who were killed in the line
of duty during WWI and WWII. The service will be 75 minutes in length to be followed by a
reception at the back of the church.

Members of the public are invited to attend at St. Matthew’s on this special occasion when a
commemorative print, created by the students of Glebe Collegiate Institute, is unveiled for
permanent placement in the church, honouring the memory of these 48 brave young men, who
will never be forgotten.

Highlanders, killed while on duty as part of Z Force in Iceland in March 1941.
